Competitors may only enter two consecutive classes in Classes 2 - 7.  Competitors may enter three 
consecutive classes in Classes 8 - 14. 

Clear round limited to one entry per combination, although it may be possible to offer a second clear 
round, time permitting. 

All classes run two phase, with the exception of the Lead Rein class, which is one round timed.  
There are no restrictions on registered horses/ponies entering SJ classes at S&D Riding Club.  For 
British Riding Clubs Area competitions there are rules regarding eligibility for horses/ponies that have 
won prize money. 

Any horse/rider combination that has won four firsts in the same class (Starter Stakes, 
Beginner or Novice) during the season, which has four or more entries in the class, must 
move up to the next height class. 

Only one horse/pony and rider combination may compete in the same class.  Another rider 
may compete later in the class HC. 

No entries can be taken once the class has started. 

Dress code as British Riding Club rules unless competitors wear S&DRC jacket or sweatshirt. 

Summer Points League will again run this year, over six dates, as detailed in the Summer Schedule, 
with a trophy to be won for each individual show jumping class.  Prizes will be presented at the Club's 
Annual General Meeting at the end of the season.
